Military activity. Following concern about military
activity, including shooting, on the unrestricted land
at the end of Mill Lane, which was affecting all
users, the WDBA raised the matter with Pirbright
Parish Council, who in turn contacted the Army. A
spokesperson from the Army responded, and we
are awaiting further action. Our suggestion was that
either a red flag or a notice is put up by the parking
area at the end of Mill Lane when activity takes
place, enabling people to make their own choices.

Sheets Heath Common. A potentially serious issue
has recently come to light where horses are being
blamed for damaging the common, a Site of Special
Scientific Interest, and this has come to the
attention of Woking Borough Council and the Surrey
Heathland Project. The WDBA, with the support of
the BHS, will spend a day surveying the common to
record just who is using it. The resulting data will
help riders, the BHS and the WDBA to influence the
common's Management Plan, which is being
revised by the SHP to include designated
equestrian routes.

My experience on telephoning the first number was
that the Area Marshall was not on duty. He also
seemed only concerned with the enclosed part of the
Ranges, and on that weekend the flags were up.
Possibly the best thing to do is to send a text. Let me
know your experiences.
